n February 1995, Kevin and Colleen St.

John left Saratoga Springs, New York, in
. search of greener pastures. After living
in Wilmington for a year, they knew that
North Carolina was the right choice for
them. Together, they searched the entire
state to find the ideal location for their next
seafood restaurant. A space in downtown
Hillsborough was available, and it soon
became clear that this would be the perfect
location for Saratoga Grill.

The couple saw the potential in
downtown Hillsborough, the county

seat, long before other full-service

restaurants. They were pacesetters in
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a wave of change that eventually swept
the commercial heart of Hillsborough.
Today, its town center is filled with quaint
shops, restaurants, bars, art galleries and
an increasing flow of foot traffic. It's here
where the St. Johns have adopted an
extended family of loyal patrons.

“] know everyone by name,” Colleen
says. “The people who dine at Saratoga

Grill are like family.”

What began as a three-year lease
for the space has turned into 15 years of’

commitment. The couple, who now own

the building, consider it their second home.
And its influence extends beyond the
downtown area, as Kevin and Colleen enjoy
giving back to the community that has
embraced them. The restaurant is active in
the local community, helping out churches
and schools whenever it can. Saratoga Grill
also runs food drives and is committed to
donating bread and mayonnaise each week
to the Orange Congregations In Mission, a
nonprofit.

Saratoga Girill is housed in a brick
building along the town’s main thoroughfare
of Churton Street. There’s one entrance
